He did 
about 5 reining twirls, jumped out and back into the 
ring, proceeded to do many flying changes down the 
center line and halted in front of the judge! The judge 
rolled down the window of his car he was sitting in.  He 
stuck the whole top half of his body out and yelled, “You 
ride him girl!” We all just cracked up laughing along 
with the stunned and amazed audience.  Everyone 
began clapping.  I bowed to the judge and quietly 
walked out.

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 VADA LINDA ZANG CLINIC  
A FOCUS ON THE RIDER WILL IMPROVE THE HORSE

On the 23rd of April VADA, Inc. hosted a New USEF Tests Clinic with FEI ―O‖ Judge Linda 

Zang at the Morven Park International Equestrian Institute in Leesburg, Virginia (Intro is the only 

USDF test). VADA was able to offer this wonderful learning opportunity at minimal cost to all of 

its hard working members as well as non- members and was pleased with the excellent turnout of 

76 members and 51 non-members. Prior to the clinic kick-off at 9.30, the day commenced with an 

hour-long educational lecture given by Linda to current Judges as well as ―L Graduates.  

 

Before getting into the detail of the clinic, it is important to convey the consistently positive and 

encouraging attitude exhibited by Linda throughout the day. She has an incredible eye and ability 

to translate what she sees into meaningful and immediately usable feedback. During each rider 

session, Linda focused on one or maximum two key rider weaknesses and provided constructive 

comments to enable the rider to improve and increase their overall effectiveness. No matter what 

level the rider or horse and no matter what the breed, Linda delivered immediate results to im-

prove the rider’s effectiveness, and as a result, she was able to improve the overall performance of 

each and every horse/rider combination at the clinic.  

 

The clinic was organized by level and for each level, there was one 

rider demonstrating movements from the tests which was then fol-

lowed by another rider performing the highest test of that level. From 

an auditor’s perspective it was particularly useful to follow this for-

mat as it emphasized the requirements of each stage of training as 

exhibited up through the levels. Linda made it incredibly clear what 

was needed at each level and how it related to the new movements 

required of the next level up.  

 

The first rider of the day was Jennifer Torres, who rode USDF Intro 

C. Linda commented that at this level it was really important to ride 

the horse forward and every effort should be made by the rider to en-

courage this forward movement. Linda identified that Jennifer could 

benefit from keeping her hands more out in front of her and making an effort to ―separate‖ them 

from her body. She suggested to Jennifer to think of riding as dancing and to push your hands 

away from your partner to improve the overall forward motion.  

 

Next Nancy Petit rode movements from Training Level, and Torrey Wilkinson rode USEF Train-

ing 3. Linda observed that at this level the horse needs to be taught to follow the rein and move 

away from the leg and accept the bit with the energy going to the outside rein. She also expresses a 

preference to have riders rise the trot not sit at this level to further encourage forwardness. Linda 

pointed out that the stretchy circle was a confirmation of the horse’s willingness to do so and that 

it was very important to ―get this right at this stage as it will keep showing up as you go up 

through the levels.‖ Linda worked with Nancy to get her inside hip to be more forward than the 

outside hip by turning her back towards the inside of the ring (or the circle), and significantly im-

proved both the trot and canter as a result of her new position. Linda highlighted the fact that in the 

new USDF tests the rider’s score is broken down into three with the sole purpose of enabling rid-

ers to get better.  

 

Linda Zang  FEI “O” Judge 
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 At First Level it continues to be important to maintain the horse’s suppleness with the inside rein 

and the inside leg with contact in the outside rein. The purpose of switching direction through two 

trot half circles is to determine if the horse is truly following the aids correctly from one side to the 

other and maintaining the frame through the outside rein. At this level Linda would like to see 

straightness in the horse with a little flexion. She focused on having Erin Sweeney demonstrate 

straightness in the counter canter and commented that it was essential not to use the inside rein to 

ride the movement but to ride this with the outside rein. After Karen Conk rode her test, Linda 

pointed out that it was crucial to ride the walk ―with a purpose‖ and keeping the horse on the out-

side rein would facilitate this.  

 

Danielle Rowland then rode movements from Second Level and Anne Harrington rode USEF Sec-

ond Level 3. Linda identified that this level requires the horse to perform the first stages of collec-

tion as well as lateral work. She also pointed out that shoulder in is the only lateral movement per-

formed on four tracks; all others are performed on three. In addition, she mentioned that the rider 

should NEVER use the inside rein to perform the shoulder in or any other lateral movements for 

that matter. Her words of wisdom were to practice lateral work frequently at this level. After Anne 

rode her test, Linda worked with her to improve her seat by trotting without stirrups and then 

working to pivot Anne’s pelvis towards the front of the saddle. By suggesting that Anne imagines 

she is lying on the edge of a bed while keeping her feet on the ground, Linda was really able to get 

Anne to make a drastic improvement to her trot work. Linda then suggested to Anne to do the 

same but also imagine she was swinging on a swing to improve the canter. These improvements 

made a very visible difference to the harmony between horse and rider!!  

During the Third Level movements demonstration with Candy Allen, Linda really directed our at-

tention to getting the half pass right. She shared that the half pass is nothing more than a haunches 

in on the diagonal and that there was NO NEED for the rider to use the inside rein to perform that 

movement. When Linda judges riders who are using their inside rein, she really penalizes them for 

doing so. She reminded the audience the half pass movement is a forward one, not a sideways one. 

After Sandy Johnson rode her test, Linda spent time with her to get her upper body straighter and 

―sit back and sit up‖ and as a result her horse really started to engage from behind and swing 

through his back.  

 

The day ended with Anne Aloi demonstrating Fourth Level movements followed by Stacy 

Pattinson riding USEF Fourth Level Test 2. Linda pointed out that Anne and her horse presented a 

very harmonious picture but that Anne would really be able to improve the horse’s gaits by ensur-

ing her upper body was back further. Linda also suggested that continued work on transitions 

should be part of the training program for horses at this level. Once Stacy completed her test Linda 

pointed out that she could free up the horse’s shoulder by lowering her hands, and Stacy was able 

to do so by incorporating this suggestion into her riding.  

Linda ended the clinic by commenting that ―the key to successful test riding and riding in general 

is riding precisely. You don’t need to have the ―nicest‖ horse to be successful as it is within the 

rider’s abilities to ensure success! A BIG THANKS GOES OUT TO EVERYONE WHO MADE 

THIS WONDERFUL EDUCATIONAL EVENT POSSIBLE – OUR CLINICIAN, RIDERS, 

VOLUNTEERS and AUDITORS.  

 

About the Clinician:  
Linda Zang of Idlewilde Farm in Davidson, MD represented the United States as a dressage com-

petitor at the 1978 World Championships, the 1979 Pan-American Games and the 1980 Alternate 

Olympics at Goodwood, England. She became an FEI Judge in 1985 and judged dressage at the 

1996 Olympics in Atlanta, and subsequently numerous FEI World Cup Dressage Finals and most 

recently the 2010 Alltech World Equestrian Games.

Here's a bit about Harriet, in her own words… 
 

I am a USDF fourth level certified instructor, a USDF silver medalist and an “r” dressage judge. As a dressage rider I 
have trained and competed quite a diverse variety of horses, winning regional and national awards including Bengt 
Ljundquist Championships and USDF horse of the year awards. I trained and rode my Selle Francais gelding 
Eckankar through Intermediare I before donating him to the VA Tech dressage team. In 2006, I won the USDF free-
style stakes class at Dressage in the Sandhills in Pinehurst NC on the Trakehner mare Copelia and the Bengt 
Ljungquist Memorial Finals USDF freestyle championship on the Friesian gelding Pier B who also was VADA 2nd 
level horse of the year. 
 
In my former life as an event rider, I trained and rode the 1982 USCTA (now USEA) Mare of the Year and the 1987 
National Preliminary Horse Trials champion. I especially enjoy developing well rounded amateur owner horses 
who are happy in their work, light and forward. I’ve always been a fan of the 
underdog, so, though I love a beautiful and talented horse, I also love work-
ing with the more unlikely characters to uncover their not so obvious 
beauty and talent. I believe a happy horse’s life contains structure and disci-
pline but also variety and the freedom to be a horse. The training horses I’m 
working with right now all trail ride, jump and drive besides working in 
dressage, and I think this keeps them fresh and interested in their work and 
also keeps the riders fresh and interested in theirs. I like to compete, but the 
more important aspect of riding to me is its potential to teach us to be more 
awake and aware in each moment, since good dressage never happens 
unless we’re self aware, listening, feeling and responding appropriately in 
every step. It seems to me to be the perfect practice ground for so many 
aspects of our lives. 
 

I like to divide my time between teaching, training, showing and judging. I live with my husband and best friend Jim, 
who teaches creative writing at Randolph College, and our Welsh corgis Dylan Thomas and Mama Kilya.

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The Seven Stages of Aging  on Horseback

Stage 5: Fall off horse. Temporarily forget name of horse and name of husband. Flirt 
shamelessly with paramedics when they arrive. Spend week in hospital while titanium pins are 
screwed in place. Start riding again before doctor gives official okay. 
 
Stage 6: Fall off horse. Fail to see any humor when hunky paramedic says, “You 
again?” Gain firsthand knowledge of advances in medical technology thanks to stint in ICU. 
Convince self that permanent limp isn’t that noticeable. Promise husband you’ll give up 
riding. One week later purchase older, slower, shorter horse. 

Stage 7: Slip off horse. Relieved when artificial joints and implanted medical devices 
seem unaffected. Tell husband that scrapes and bruises are due to gardening accident. 
Pretend you don’t see husband roll his eyes and mutter as he walks away. Give apple to 
horse.

EQUINE ACTIVITY LIABILITY RELEASE, WAIVER OF 

RIGHT TO SUE AND ASSUMPTION OF ALL RISKS 
 

This Equine Activity Liability Release, Waiver of Right to Sue and Assumption of all Risks Agreement ("this Agreement") is hereby given 
by the undersigned to the "Roanoke County Board of Supervisors, Roanoke County Department of Parks and Recreation, and Green Hill 
Park Equestrian Center Advisory Committee," each an equine activity sponsor and/or an equine activity professional (the "sponsor/
professional") and to the sponsor/professional as agent for and for the benefit of each owner of land upon which an equine activity to 
which the Agreement relates is conducted ("owner") and each partner, officer, agent, employee, director, shareholder, member heir, per-
sonal representative, successor and assign of the sponsor/professional and of each owner (who shall be included within the words 
"sponsor/professional" or "owner" as their relationships may determine) provides as follows: 
 
In consideration for the opportunities provided by the sponsor/professional and each owner to the undersigned "participant" (including any 
minor participants for whom he signs this Agreement) for the enjoyment of equine activities as a participant, the undersigned 
"participant" (including any minor participant for whom he signs this Agreement) hereby agrees as follows: 
 
1. This Agreement is given under the Virginia Equine Activity Liability Act (Code of Virginia 3.1-796.130 et seq.) as it may now provide 

or be hereafter amended (the "Act"). All terms defined by the Act shall have the same meaning herein, and the Act is hereby incorpo-
rated in this Agreement by reference. This Agreement shall be so construed as to provide to the sponsor/professional the fullest pro-
tection of a release, waiver of right to sue and assumption of all risks which is afforded to the sponsor/professional by the Act. 

2. All pronouns shall be construed to include the masculine, feminine or neuter as well as the plural or singular, as may be appropriate 
to facilitate the construction of this Agreement in the light of the facts presented. 

3. The participant hereby acknowledges that he has full and complete notice and understanding of the Act and of all the risks inherent 
in equine activities which may cause, contribute to or result in the death or personal injury of the participant or damage to the partici-
pant's property (the "Risks"), including, but not limited to: (i) the propensity of an equine to behave in dangerous ways or to trip and/or 
fall; (ii)

the ability of anyone whomsoever to predict or foresee an equine's reaction to excitement, weather conditions, sound, movements, 
objects, persons, animals, reptiles, birds or insects, and the effects of such reactions; (iii) the hazards of surface or subsurface  
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conditions, including but not limited to objects or conditions on, under or protruding from the surface, both latent and 
patent; (iv) the hazards which rocks, cliffs, hills, fences, trees, stumps, logs, bridges, ditches and other debris and obsta-
cles, and any equine activity in connection therewith, may foreseeable or unforeseeably present; (v) the dangers and 
risks of tack or harness slipping or breaking for  

whatever reason; (vi) the dangers and risks of becoming entangled in tack, harness, or vehicles used in an equine activ-
ity, (vii) the risks of falling from or otherwise becoming unstable on an equine or a vehicle used in an equine activity for 
any reason whatsoever or for no identifiable reason and (viii) any negligent act or omission by the sponsor/professional 
or any owner which causes or results in the death or personal injury of the participant or damage to the participant's 
property. 

4.  The participant hereby RELEASES and WAIVES all rights which he may have or hereafter have against the sponsor/
professional and each owner for death, personal injury or property damage which is in any way associated with the 
Risks; he does hereby WAIVE his right to sue or to bring any action against the sponsor/professional or any owner in 
connection therewith; he agrees to INDEMNIFY and DEFEND the sponsor/professional and each owner from and to 
HOLD the sponsor/professional and each owner HARMLESS against any such suit or action, and he hereby expressly 
ASSUMES ALL RISKS AND DANGERS of death, personal injury and property damage which are in any way associated 
with the Risks enumerated in paragraph 3, above. 

5. The participant hereby authorizes and consents to any emergency medical care which may at the time appear reasonably 

appropriate under the circumstances as a result of injury or sickness caused by or incurred in the course of an equine activity. 

6. The Agreement shall remain valid and in full force and effect from and after the date opposite the signature of the partici-
pant until expressly revoked by the participant in a written notice personally delivered to the sponsor/professional. 

7. To the extent possible, this Agreement shall be construed in such manner as will render it, and each provision of it, fully 
enforceable; but if any provision of this Agreement shall be unenforceable, such provision (or so much thereof as is un-
enforceable) shall be deleted and the remainder of this Agreement shall continue in full force and effect. 

8. If this Agreement is executed by the undersigned participant for and on behalf of a minor participant named below, the 
undersigned participant hereby warrants and represents that he is in fact the legal parent or guardian of such minor, with 
full rights of custody and control; that this Agreement is given on behalf of and is intended to be binding upon said minor 
participant, his heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns; and the undersigned participant further agrees 
that this Agreement shall also be as fully binding on the undersigned participant as if it were entered into solely on his 
own behalf. 

9. This Agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, personal representatives, successors and assigns of the participants. 

10. I HAVE FULLY READ AND FULLY UNDERSTAND THE FOREGOING EQUINE LIABILITY RELEASE WAIVER OF RIGHT 
TO SUE AND ASSUMPTION OF ALL RISKS. I HAVE CONSULTED AND RELIED UPON MY OWN ADVISORS ON ALL 
QUESTIONS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH, AND I HAVE NOT RELIED UPON THE SPONSOR/PROFESSIONAL OR ANY 

OWNER FOR ANY ADVICE OR EXPLANATION IN CONNECTION THEREWITH.
